GUIDE SHEET:  TOY

COLORS AND SHAPES BINGO
Program Year: 2

Supporting Your Child’s Development:  This game addresses many areas of your child’s development.  The ability to match colors, then separately to match shapes, and then to match both colors and shapes together, shows that your child is progressing in his or her cognitive development and representational thinking.  She is laying the foundation for reading readiness, math readiness, and school readiness.  Your child is scaffolding one piece of knowledge on top of another.  Your child is categorizing concepts.  These are advanced cognitive skills for a preschooler.  

By controlling him or herself, waiting for his or her turn, and playing by the rules, your child is exhibiting self-regulation, another important part of school readiness.  If your child is not ready to play this as a game, she or he will still benefit by exploring the game, naming the colors and shapes, and making matches.

NAME AND ENCOURAGE YOUR CHILD TO NAME:

Labels:  Game, Bingo Board, Bingo Markers, Calling Cards, cALLING mAT
Colors:  red square, orange circle, yellow rectangle, green diamond, blue oval, purple triangle

Numbers:  one calling mat, two rows, many bingo boards

Shapes and Sizes:  small red markers, large bingo board, small square cards

Textures:  smooth cards, bumpy edges

Relationships:  Put the marker on the shape, put cards in a pile.

Categories:  game, shapes, colors
Causing Things to Happen:  If you have the matching color, you cover it with a red marker.

DESCRIBE YOUR ACTIONS, ENCOURAGE CHILD TO DESCRIBE OWN ACTIONS:

General:  Let’s take turns drawing a card and find the matching shape and color.

Matching:  Match the card drawn with the shape and color on your bingo board.

Sounds:  Let’s drop a card from our hand and listen for the sound.  Shake the box and hear the rattle.

Fitting:  Fit the bingo marker on top of the shape.

REMIND THE CHILD TO THINK ABOUT WHAT S/HE IS DOING:

To Get Child's Attention: Can you find the matching colors and shapes?

To Make a Choice: Which bingo board would you like to choose?  Whose turn is it now?

To Encourage Self-control:  Put one bingo marker down at one time.

To Remember Other Experiences:  Do you remember another toy where you could match the colors?

To Do Things in the Right Order:  First we draw a card and then we put the bingo marker on the match.

FUN IDEAS TO USE WITH YOUR CHILD:

· Draw shapes, then color and cut out to make a shape collage or a shape book.
· Match the shapes with Sr. Fit-a-Space or another shape toy.
· Play shape or color memory.
· Match the shapes in the game with shapes in books that you have read.
· Use blocks or puzzle pieces as bingo markers.
· Describe a shape on a calling card and have the child guess what it is (for example, “I’m looking at a shape that is round and is the same color as a banana”).
