Why ParentChild+ Likes This Book: Young children thrive on predictable routines and rituals, particularly at bedtime.  This book supports your child’s social-emotional development with its predictable language and routine, set in a quiet environment.  Your child learns the best when she/he feels safe and protected, and feels close to her/his primary caretaker.  Use this book to create that quiet, predictable time for your child, and you will discover that your child will readily learn new vocabulary and make other cognitive strides when he/she feels closest to you.
TO DEMONSTRATE Goodnight Moon TO THE PARENT:  

· Invite the child to look and listen.

· Try to sit with the child between you and the parent.

· Show and read the title page.

· Show and describe how to turn the pages and treat the book.

· Read to the child in a clear, easy voice.  Don't go too fast.

· Stop at most illustrations.

Stop at most pictures and help your child name some of these:

· Colors:  Green wall, red balloon, yellow lampshade, blue sky, white moon

· Shapes and sizes:  Tiny mouse, large round balloon, small round clock face, long, thin string

· Number:  1 mouse, 2 kittens, 3 bears

· Relationships:  On top of bookcase, in the fireplace, comb next to brush, under the bed

· Categories:  Animals, furniture, clothes, toys
· Causing things to happen:  When the kittens played with the ball of yarn, it unravelled.

Invite the child to tell about his or her experiences:
· What do you wear when you go to bed?  Can you find (a clock, a telephone, a lamp, etc.) in this room that's like the one in the picture?

Ask questions about the illustrations to help the child reason things out:
· Why is the room getting darker?  
· Let's see if we can find the mouse in each of the pictures?  
· What do you think the mouse is doing?

Help your child to enjoy the book by:

· Encouraging the child to join in when you read familiar words.

· Showing that you enjoy the book yourself.

Remember throughout the home visit to:

ENCOURAGE the child to talk.          

PRAISE the child for doing well.

ASK the child questions.
         


HELP the child when needed.

LISTEN to the child’s answers.


RESPOND to the child’s answers.
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
